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GENERAL GUIDELINES

/ \ MANDATORY! Do not operate your new power chair for the first time without completely reading
“\ /‘ and understanding this owner’s manual.

Your power chair isastate-of-the-art life-enhancement device designed to increase mobility. Pride providesan extensive
variety of productsto best fit theindividual needs of the power chair user. Please be awarethat thefinal selection and
purchasing decision regarding the type of power chair to be used isthe responsibility of the power chair user, whois
capableof making such adecision, and his/her healthcare professiond (i.e., medical doctor, physical therapist, etc.).

The contentsof thismanual are based on the expectation that amobility device expert has properly fitted the power chair
to the user and has assisted the prescribing heal thcare professional and/or the authorized Pride Provider intheinstruction
processfor the use of the product.

Thereare certain Situations, including somemedica conditions, wherethe power chair user will need to practice operating
the power chair inthe presence of atrained attendant. A trained attendant can be defined asafamily member or care
professiond specidly trained in assisting apower chair user invariousdaily living activities.

Asyou begin using your power chair during daily activities, youwill probably encounter situationsinwhich youwill need
somepractice. Smply takeyour timeand youwill soon beinfull and confident control asyou maneuver through doorway's,
on and off of elevators, up and down ramps, and over moderateterrain.

Below are some precautions, tips, and other safety considerationsthat will hel p you become accustomed to operating your
power chair safely.

Modifications

Pride has designed and engineered your power chair to provide maximum mobility and utility. A widerange of accessories
areavailablefromyour authorized Pride Provider to further customize your power chair to better suit your needsand/or
preferences. However, under no circumstances should you modify, add, remove, or disableany feature, part, or function
of your power chair.

WARNING! Do not modify your power chair in any way not authorized by Pride. Do not use
accessories if they have not been tested or approved for Pride products.

Pre-Ride Safety Check
Get to know thefeel of your power chair and its capabilities. Pride recommendsthat you perform asafety check before
each useto make sureyour power chair operates smoothly and safely.

Perform thefollowinginspectionsprior tousingyour power chair:

B Check for proper tireinflation. Maintain but do not exceed the psi/bar/kPaair pressurerating indicated on eachtire
for pneumatictires.

Check all electrical connections. Make surethey aretight and not corroded.

Check all controller connectionsto the power base. Make surethey are secured properly.

Check the brakes. See V1. “ Careand Maintenance.”

Check battery charge. See V1. “Batteriesand Charging.”

NOTE: If you discover a problem, contact your authorized Pride Provider for assistance.

Weight Limitations
Your power chair israted for amaximum weight capacity. Pleaserefer to the specificationstablefor thislimit.

/f\ MANDATORY'! Stay within the specified weight capacity of your power chair. Exceeding the weight
\ | capacity voids your warranty. Pride will not be held responsible for injuries and/or property damage
\\7/ resulting from failure to observe weight limitations.

WARNING! Do not carry passengers on your power chair. Carrying passengers on your power
chair may affect the center of gravity, resulting in a tip or a fall.

Tire Inflation

If your power chair isequipped with pneumatic tires, you should check or havetheair pressure checked regularly. Proper
inflation pressureswill prolong thelife of your tiresand hel p ensurethe smooth operation of your power chair.

WARNING! It is important that the psi/bar/kPa air pressure rating indicated on the tire be maintained
in pneumatic tires at all times. Do not underinflate or overinflate your tires. Low pressure may result
in loss of control, and overinflated tires may burst. Failure to maintain the psi/bar/kPa air pressure

/f'i\ rating indicated on the pneumatic tires at all times may result in tire and/or wheel failure.

WARNING! Inflate your power chair drive tires from a regulated air source with an available pressure
gauge. Inflating your tires from an unregulated air source could overinflate them, resulting in a
burst tire.

NOTE: If thetires on your power chair list the psi rating only, use the following conversion formulas to find
the bar or kParating: bar = psi x 0.06895; kPa = psi x 6.89476.

Incline Information

Moreand morebuildingshaverampswith specified degrees of inclination, designed for easy and safeaccess. Someramps

may haveturning switchbacks (180-degreeturns) that require you to have good cornering skillson your power chair.

B Proceed with extreme caution asyou approach the downgrade of aramp or other incline.

B Takewideswingswithyour power chair’ sfront wheelsaround any tight corners. If you do that, the power chair’srear
wheelswill follow awidearc, not cut the corner short, and not bump into or get hung up on any railing corners.

B Whendriving down aramp, keep the power chair’s speed adjustment set to the slowest speed setting to ensurea
safely controlled descent.

B Avoid sudden stopsand starts.

When climbing anincline, try to keep your power chair moving. If you must stop, start up again dowly, and then accelerate
cautiously. When driving down anincline, set your power chair to the slowest speed setting and drivein theforward
directiononly. If your power chair startsto move down theinclinefaster than you anticipated or desired, allow it to come
to acomplete stop by releasing thejoystick, then push thejoystick forward dightly to ensure asafely controlled descent.

WARNING! When on any sort of an incline or decline, never place the power chair in
@ @ freewheel mode while seated on it or standing next to it.

WARNING! When climbing an incline, do not zigzag or drive at an angle up the face of
the incline. Drive your power chair straight up the incline. This greatly reduces the
possibility of a tip or a fall. Always exercise extreme caution when negotiating an
incline.

A/\ WARNING! You should not travel up or down a potentially hazardous incline (i.e., areas
covered with snow, ice, cut grass, or wet leaves).

WARNING! If your power chair is equipped with a reclining seatback, do not attempt to

negotiate inclines with the seat in a reclined position. Do not attempt to negotiate

obstacles with the seat in a reclined position unless an attendant is present to help
stabilize the chair. Failure to heed could result in the power chair tipping over.
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1. SAFETY

WARNING! Never travel down an incline backward. Doing so may cause the power chair to tip.

Always exercise extreme caution when negotiating an incline.

WARNING! Even though your power chair is capable of climbing slopes greater than those illustrated
in figure 1, do not, under any circumstances, exceed the incline guidelines or any other
specifications presented in this manual. Doing so could cause instability in your power chair.

Priderecommendsthat the maximum dope of aninclineyou attempt to safely ascend or descend on your power chair does
not exceed 5° (8.7 %). Seefigure 1.

WARNING! Any attempt to climb or descend a slope steeper than 5 ° (8.7 %) may put your power
chair in an unstable position and cause it to tip.

WARNING! Do not use your power chair in freewheel mode without an attendant present.
A} WARNING! Do not attempt to personally place your power chair in freewheel mode

while seated in it. Ask an attendant for assistance if necessary.

WARNING! Do not place your power chair in freewheel mode while on an incline or
@ @ decline. This could cause the chair to roll uncontrollably on its own.
Braking Information
Your power chair isequipped with two powerful brake systems:
B Regenerative— usesdectricity torapidly dow thevehiclewhenthejoystick returnsto the center/stop position.

B DiscPark Brake— activatesmechanically after regenerative braking dowsthevehicleto near stop, or when power is
removed fromthe system for any reason.

Cornering Information

Whileyour power chair isequipped with front and rear caster whedls, excessively high cornering speedscan still crestethe
poss bility of tipping. Factorswhich affect the possibility of tipping include, but arenot limited to: cornering speed, steering
angle (how sharply you areturning), uneven road surfaces, inclined road surfaces, riding froman areaof low tractiontoan
areaof hightraction (such as passing from agrassy areato apaved area—especially at high speed whileturning), and
abrupt directional changes. High cornering speeds are not recommended. If you feel that you may tip over inacorner,
reduceyour speed and steering angle(i.e., lessenthe sharpness of theturn) to prevent your power chair from tipping.

WARNING! When cornering sharply, reduce your speed and maintain a stable center of gravity.
This greatly reduces the possibility of a tip or fall.
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Public Streets and Roadways

WARNING! You should not operate your power chair on public streets and roadways. Be aware
that it may be difficult for traffic to see you when you are seated on your power chair. Obey all
local pedestrian traffic rules. Wait until your path is clear of traffic, and then proceed with

extreme caution.

Outdoor Driving Surfaces

Your power chair isdesigned to provide optimum stability under norma driving conditions—dry, level surfacescomposed
of concrete, blacktop, or asphalt. However, Priderecognizesthat therewill betimeswhenyou will encounter other surface
types. For thisreason, your power chair isdesigned to perform admirably on packed soil, grass, and gravel. Feel freeto
useyour power chair safely onlawnsandin park areas.

B Reduceyour power chair’sspeed when driving on uneven terrain and/or soft surfaces.

B Avoidtal grassthat can entangletherunning gear.

B Avoidloosely packed gravel and sand.

B |f youfed unsureabout adriving surface, avoid that surface.

Inclement Weather Precautions

Exposureof your power chair to inclement weather conditions should be avoided whenever possible. If suddenly caught
upinrain, snow, severe cold or heat while operating your power chair, proceed to shelter at the earliest opportunity.
Thoroughly dry your power chair before storing, charging, or operating your power chair.

PROHIBITED! Operating in rain, snow, salt, mist/spray conditions, and on icy/slippery surfaces

can have an adverse affect on the electrical system. Maintain and store your power chair in a dry
and clean condition.

and non-upholstered items on the power chair, possibly resulting in skin irritation. Exercise caution
when using the power chair in extremely hot or cold conditions or when exposing your power

~ WARNING! Prolonged exposure to hot or cold conditions may affect the temperature of upholstered
chair to direct sunlight for prolonged periods of time.

Stationary Obstacles (Steps, Curbs, etc.)
Proceed with extreme caution when driving near rai sed surfaces, unprotected ledges, and/or drop-offs(curbs, porches,
dairs, etc.). Besureyour power chair istraveling perpendicular to any curb you may berequired to navigate. Seefigure2.

WARNING! Do not attempt to have your power chair climb or descend an obstacle that is higher
/f\ than 1 in. (2.5 cm) unless you have the assistance of an attendant.
WARNING! Do not attempt to have your power chair proceed backward down any step, curb, or

other obstacle. This may cause the power chair to tip.

B Driveyour power chair gently and dowly forward to push the door open, or driveyour power chair gently and dowly
backward to pull the door open.

Elevators

Modern elevators have adoor edge saf ety mechanism that, when pushed, reopensthe elevator door(s).

B |f youareinthedoorway of an elevator when the door(s) begin to close, push on therubber door edge or alow the
rubber door edgeto contact the power chair and the door will reopen.

B Usecarethat pocketbooks, packages, or power chair accessories do not become caught in elevator doors.

Lift/Elevation Products

If youwill betraveling with your power chair, you may find it necessary to usealift/elevation product to aid in transporta-
tion. Priderecommendsthat you closely review theinstructions, specifications, and safety information set forth by the
manufacturer of thelift/elevation product before using that product.

\ WARNING! Never sit on your power chair when it is being used in connection with any
) type of lift/elevation product. Your power chair was not designed with such use in
_I% !jg mind and any damage or injury incurred from such use is not the responsibility of

Pride.

Motor Vehicle Transport
Priderecommendsthat you do not remain seated in your power chair whiletravelinginamotor vehicle. The power chair
should be stowed inthetrunk of acar or intheback of atruck or van with batteriesremoved and properly secured.

WARNING! Do not sit on your power chair while it is in a moving vehicle.

WARNING! Always be sure your power chair and its batteries are properly secured when it is being
transported. Batteries should be secured in an upright position and protective caps should be

installed on the battery terminals. Batteries should not be transported with any flammable or
combustible items.

Positioning Belts
Your authorized Pride Provider, therapist(s), and other healthcare professionalsareresponsiblefor determining your re-
quirement for apositioning belt in order to operate your power chair safely.

WARNING! If you require a positioning belt to safely operate your power chair, make sure it is
fastened securely in order to reduce the possibility of a fall from the power chair.

i&} WARNING! The positioning belt is not designed for use as a seat belt in a motor vehicle. Nor is
your power chair suitable for use as a seat in any vehicle. Anyone traveling in a vehicle should be
properly belted into seats approved by the vehicle manufacturer.

floor by reaching down between your knees or if you have to reach over the back of
the seat. Movements such as these may change your center of gravity and the weight

distribution of the power chair. This may cause your power chair to tip.

Electromagnetic and Radio Frequency Interference (EMI/RFI)

WARNING! Laboratory tests have shown that electromagnetic and radio frequency waves can
have an adverse affect on the performance of electrically-powered mobility vehicles.

Electromagnetic and Radio Frequency I nterference can comefrom sources such as cellular phones, mobile two-way
radios (such aswalkie-talkies), radio stations, TV stations, amateur radio (HAM) transmitters, wirelesscomputer links,
microwave signals, paging transmitters, and medium-range mobiletransceivers used by emergency vehicles. In some
cases, these waves can cause unintended movement or damageto the control system. Every dectrically-powered mobility
vehiclehasanimmunity (or resistance) to EMI. Thehigher theimmunity level, thegreater the protection against EMI. This
product hasbeen tested and has passed at animmunity level of 20V/m.

WARNING! Be aware that cell phones, two-way radios, laptops, and other types of radio transmitters

may cause unintended movement of your electrically-powered mobility vehicle due to EMI.
Exercise caution when using any of these items while operating your mobility vehicle and avoid

coming into close proximity of radio and TV stations.

WARNING! The addition of accessories or components to the electrically-powered mobility vehicle

Electrical Components
Theédectrica componentsarelocated onthe power base. Themain circuit breaker islocated toward therear of the power
base. The controller and charger connectorsarelocated on therear of the power base. Seefigure6.

Controller Connector: Thisiswherethe controller connectsto the power base. Each controller usesadifferent type of
cable. Regardless of which type of controller isused, the cable must be secured to the seat assembly and not alowed to
drag onthefloor.

Off-board Charger Port Connector : Thisiswherethe power module connectsto the off-board charger port whichis
mounted underneath the controller.

Main Circuit Breaker: Themaincircuit breaker isasafety feature built into your power chair. When the batteriesand the
motorsareheavily strained (e.g., from excessiveloads), themain circuit bresker tripsto prevent damageto themotorsand
theelectronics.

BATTERIES AND CHARGING
Your power chair usestwo long-lasting, 12-volt, deep-cycle batteries. These batteries are seal ed and maintenancefree.
Sincethey are sealed, thereisno need to check the el ectrolyte (fluid) level. Deep-cycle batteriesare designed to handlea
longer and deeper discharge. Though they are smilar in appearanceto automotive batteries, they are not interchangeable.
Automotive batteries are not designed to handle along, deep discharge, and a so are unsafefor usein power chairs.

MANDATORY! Battery posts, terminals, and related accessories contain lead and lead
compounds. Wear goggles and gloves when handling batteries and wash hands after
handling.

WARNING! Always use two batteries of the exact same type, chemistry, and amp-hour
(Ah) capacity. Refer to the specifications table in this manual and in the manual supplied
with the battery charger for recommended type and capacities.

WARNING! Contact your authorized Pride Provider if you have any questions regarding
the batteries in your power chair.

Charging the Batteries
Thebattery charger isessential in providing long lifefor your power chair batteries. It isdesigned to optimize your power
chair’sperformance by charging the batteries safely, quickly, and eadlly.

®

PROHIBITED! Removal of grounding prong can create electrical hazard. If necessary,
properly install an approved 3-pronged adapter to an electrical outlet having 2-pronged
plug access.

PROHIBITED! Never use an extension cord to plug in your battery charger. Plug the
charger directly into a properly wired standard electrical outlet.

PROHIBITED! Do not allow unsupervised children to play near the power chair while
the batteries are charging. Pride recommends that you do not charge the batteries
while the power chair is occupied.

MANDATORY! Read the battery charging instructions in this manual and in the manual
supplied with the battery charger before charging the batteries.

WARNING! Explosive gases may be generated while charging the batteries. Keep the
power chair and battery charger away from sources of ignition such as flames or
sparks and provide adequate ventilation when charging the batteries.

WARNING! You must recharge your power chair’s batteries with the supplied off-board
battery charger. Do not use an automotive-type battery charger.

WARNING! Inspect the battery charger, wiring, and connectors for damage before
each use. Contact your authorized Pride Provider if damage is found.

WARNING! Do not attempt to open the battery charger case. If the battery charger
does not appear to be working correctly, contact your authorized Pride Provider.

WARNING! If the battery charger is equipped with cooling slots, then do not attempt
to insert objects through these slots.

WARNING! If your battery charger has not been tested and approved for outdoor use,
then do not expose it to adverse or extreme weather conditions. If the battery charger
is exposed to adverse or extreme weather conditions, then it must be allowed to
adjust to the difference in environmental conditions before use indoors. Refer to the
manual supplied with the battery charger for more information.

Battery Break-in

Tobreak in new batteriesfor maximum efficiency:

1. Fully rechargeany new battery prior toitsinitia use. Thisbringsthe battery up to about 90% of itspeak performance
leved.

2. Operateyour power chair throughout the house and yard. Move slowly at first and do not travel too far until you
become accustomed to the controlsand break in the batteries.

3. Givethebatteriesanother full charge of 8 to 14 hoursand operate your power chair again. The batterieswill now
perform at over 90% of their potential.

4. Afterfour or fivecharging cycles, thebatterieswill top off at 100% charge and last for an extended period.

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQS)

How doesthecharger work?

Thebattery charger takesthe standard electrical outlet voltage (alternating current) and convertsitto 24 VDC (direct
current). Thepower chair batteriesusedirect current to run your power chair. When the battery voltageislow, the charger
works harder to charge the battery. Asthe battery voltage approachesfull charge, the charger doesn’t work ashard to
completethecharging cycle. When thebattery isfully charged, theamperagefromthecharger isnearly at zero. Thisishow
the charger maintainsacharge but does not overchargethe battery.

Can | useadifferent battery charger?
You should usethe charger supplied with the power chair. It isthe safest, most efficient tool to chargethebatteries. Wedo
not recommend using other typesof chargers(e.g., an automotive battery charger).

NOTE: Your power chair’s charger will not operate after the batteries have been discharged to nearly zero
voltage. If this happens, call an authorized Pride Provider for assistance.
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VIi. BATTERIES AND CHARGING

How often must | chargethebatteries?
Many factorscomeinto play when deciding how often to chargethe batteries. You may useyour power chair all day ona
daily basisor you may not useit for weeksat atime.

B Daily Use
If you useyour power chair onadaily bas's, charge the batteries as soon asyou arefinished using your power chair.
Your power chair will beready each morning to giveyou afull day’sservice. Itisrecommended that you chargethe
batteries81to 14 hours after daily use.

B Infrequent Use
If you useyour power chair infrequently (onceaweek or less), you should chargethe batteriesat | east once per week
for 12to 14 hours.

NOTE: Keep your batteries fully charged and avoid deeply discharging your batteries. Do not charge the
batteries for more than 24 hours at a charging cycle.

How can | get maximum rangeor distanceper charge?

Rarely doyou haveanided driving Situation such assmooth, flat, hard terrain with nowind, hills, or curves. Moreoften
you are presented with hills, sidewalk cracks, uneven and loosely packed surfaces, curves, and wind. All of these
factorswill affect the distance or running time per battery charge. Below are afew suggestionsfor obtaining the maxi-
mum range per charge:

B Alwayschargethebatteriesfully prior toyour trip.

Planyour tripinadvanceto avoidinclinesif possible.

Limit baggageweight to essentid items.

Try to maintain an even speed and avoid stop-and-go driving.

Maintain but do not exceed the psi/bar/kPaair pressurerating indicated on pneumatic tires.

How can | ensuremaximum battery life?

A fully charged deep-cyclebattery will providereliable performance and extended battery life. Keep your power chair’s
batteriesfully charged whenever possible. Batteriesthat areregularly and deeply discharged, infrequently charged, or
stored without afull chargemay be permanently damaged, causing unreliable power chair operation and limited battery life.

How should | storemy power chair and itsbatteries?
If you do not useyour power chair regularly, werecommend maintaining battery vitality by charging the batteriesat |east
once per week.

If you do not plan onusing your power chair for an extended period, fully chargethe batteries prior to storage. Disconnect
thebattery harnessesand storethe power chair inawarm, dry environment. Avoid temperature extremes, such asfreezing
and excessively hot conditions, and never attempt to charge afrozen battery. A cold or frozen battery should bewarmed
for severa daysprior torecharging.

What about publictransportation?

AGM and Gd-Cédll batteriesare designed for applicationin power chairsand other mobility vehicles, alowing safetrans-
portation on aircraft, buses, andtrains, asthereisno danger of spillage or leakage. We suggest you contact thecarrier’s
ticket counter in advanceto determinethat carrier’ sspecific requirements.
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VIi. BATTERIES AND CHARGING

What about shipping?
If youwishto useafreight company to ship your power chair to your final destination, repack your power chair inthe
origina shipping container and ship the batteriesin separate boxes.

What typeof batteriesshould | use?

We recommend deep-cycle batteriesthat are sealed and maintenance free. Both AGM and Gel-Cell are deep-cycle
batteriesthat aresmilar in performance. Refer to the Specifications Tablefor moreinformation regarding the batteriesused
withyour power chair.

WARNING! Corrosive chemicals contained in batteries. Use only AGM or Gel-Cell
batteries to reduce the risk of leakage or explosive conditions.

Why do my new batteries seem weak ?

Deep-cyclebatteriesemploy amuch different chemical technology than that used in car batteries, nickel-cadmium (nicads),
or in other common battery types. Deep-cycle batteries are specifically designed to provide power, drain down their
charge, and then accept ardatively quick recharge. AGM and Gel-Cdll batteries should be charged asoften aspossible.
They do not havea” memory” like nickel-cadmium batteries.

Wework closely with our battery manufacturer to provide abattery that best suitsyour power chair’s specific demands.
Fresh batteriesarriveregularly at Pride and are promptly shipped withafull charge. During shipping, the batteriesencoun-
ter temperature extremesthat may influenceinitiad performance. Heat robsthe chargefromthe battery and cold dowsthe
power avail able and extends the time needed to recharge the battery (just aswith acar battery).

It might take afew daysfor thetemperature of the battery to stabilize and adjust to its new ambient temperature. More
importantly, it will takeafew “charging cycles’ (apartial drain—thenafull recharge) to establishthecritical chemical
balancethat isessential to the battery’s peak performanceand long life. It will bewell worthittotakethetimeto break in
your battery properly.
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VIiIl. CARE AND MAINTENANCE

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Your Select Traveller isasophisticated power chair. Likeany motorized vehicle, it requiresroutine maintenance checks.
You can perform some of these checks, but othersrequire assistance from an authorized Pride Provider. Preventive
maintenanceisvery important. If you follow the maintenance checksin thissection as scheduled, you can hel p ensurethat
your power chair givesyou years of trouble-free operation. If you have any doubt asto your power chair’s care or
operation, contact an authorized Pride Provider.

A/\ WARNING! Do not service the power chair when the seat is occupied.

Your power chair, likemost el ectrica equipment, issusceptibleto damagefrom theelements. Avoid damp areas of any kind.

WARNING! Direct or prolonged exposure to water or dampness could cause the power

,/g ‘\\ chair to malfunction electronically and mechanically. Water can cause electrical

A/\ \, components to corrode and the chair’s frame to rust. Power chairs should be examined

N/ periodically for signs of corrosion caused by water exposure, bodily fluids, or
incontinence. Damaged components should be replaced or treated immediately.

Should your power chair comein contact with water :

Dry your power chair asthoroughly aspossiblewith atowel.

Allow your power chair to sitinawarm, dry placefor 12 hoursto allow unseen water to evaporate.

Check thejoystick operation and the brakesbefore using your power chair again.

If any inconsistencies arefound, take your power chair to your authorized Pride Provider. Power chairsthat are
frequently exposed to sources of water, such asincontinence, should beinspected often for corrosion and electronic
components may need to bereplaced frequently.

Temperature

B Someof thepartsof your power chair are susceptibleto extreme changesin temperature. Always keep your power
chair between thetemperatures of 8°F (-8°C) and 122°F (50°C).

B Inextremey cold temperaturesthe batteriesmay freeze. The specific temperature at which they freeze dependson a
number of factors, such asbattery charge, usage and composition of the batteries (e.g., AGM or Gel-Cell).

B Temperaturesabove 122°F (50°C) may cause your power chair to operate at areduced speed. Thisreduced speed
isasafety featurebuiltinto the controller that hel ps prevent damageto the motor and other el ectrical components.

General Guidelines

Avoid knocking or bumping the controller, especialy thejoystick.

Avoid prolonged exposure of your power chair to extreme conditions, such asheat, cold, or moisture.
Keepthe controller clean.

Check all connectorsto ensurethat they areall tight and secured properly.

Make sure pneumatic drivetiresareinflated to the psi/bar/kPaair pressurerating indicated on each tire.

WARNING! Make sure pneumatic tires are inflated to the psi/bar/kPa air pressure rating indicated
on each tire. Do not underinflate or overinflate your tires. Low pressure may result in loss of

A control, and overinflated tires may burst. Overinflating tires can cause them to explode.
WARNING! Do not use a high pressure hose to inflate your tires.

B Usearubber conditioner onthetiresidewallsto help preservethem.

WARNING! Never use a rubber conditioner on the tread area of the tires; doing so may make the
tires slippery and cause your power chair to skid.

B All whed bearingsare prelubricated and sealed. They require no subsequent lubrication.
B Thebody shroud has been sprayed with aclear sealant coating. You can apply alight coat of car wax to helpit retain
itshigh-gloss appearance.
